AHS Election Advocacy
The Annapolis Heritage Society was an active
participant in the recent Federal Election campaign
In the prelude to the election, the Society's
Executive Director, Ryan Scranton, was asked by
the Canadian Museums Association to be one of its
two provincial representatives for advocacy in Nova
Scotia.

One of the key issues for museums in this campaign
was the need for a new Federal Museums Policy.
The current policy was written in 1972 and does not
address the needs of a modern museum community
Associated Federal funding for museums has beer
stalled at $9 million since 1972. The Canadian
